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EXPECTED INCREASE FOLLOWS A SIMILAR RISE IN MARCH

Edible oil firms weigh new
hikes amid cost pressure

EDIBLE OIL COMPANIES are
preparing for a new round of
price increases as elevated
import costs, high freight rates
and firm domestic oilseed prices
continue to squeeze margins.
Industry executives said the
likely hikes, in the range of 5-
6%, follow a similar increase in
March by major players such as
AWL Agri Business, Emami
Agrotech and Patanjali Foods,
underscoring persistent cost
pressures across the sector.

The West Asia war has also
compounded mattersforedible
oilmakerssince edible oil prices
tend to follow crude oil prices,
especially duringvolatile times.
On Wednesday, Brent crude
prices surged toward $115 per
barrel, amid reports of an
extended US blockade of Iran,
threatening furthersupplycon-
cerns, and disruptions in the
Strait of Hormuz, a vital ship-
pinglane.

India imports around 57%
of its edible oil requirement.
Palm, soyabean and sunflower
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sumptionofaround 25-26 mil-
lion tonne (MT). The current
landed costs of these oils have
increased by 14% (palm), 20%
(soybean) and 17% (sunflower)
to$1,270/tonne,$1,335/tonne
and $1,425/tonne,respectively,
compared to prices prevailinga
yearago.

DESPITE THE DISRUP-
TIONS it has caused,artificial
intelligence (Al) is driving
growth in jobs and office
properties, said Amit Shetty,
chief executive at Embassy
Office Parks REIT.

“Alot of the newer compa-
nies that are coming in want
toharnesstheAltalentthatis
available in the country. Two
things: our country has the
largestdatascientist talentas
well as the second largest Al
talent in the world,” Shetty
told FE on Wednesday.

Shetty said,"Earlier, only
the Fortune 500 companies
were coming into the coun-
try.""Now we are seeing For-
tune 2000 companies and
meaningful mid-market
companies coming into the
country and setting up their
shops," he said, adding that
despitejoblosses,thereisalot
of"meaningful"activity hap-
peningin the Global Capacity
Centers (GCCs).

Of the 83 million sq ft
absorption of office proper-
ties in the country last year,
the highest-ever absorption
recorded, 45% was con-
tributed by GCCs, he said.

Embassy REIT got 60%
leasing from GCCs. Shetty
expects a 200 bps jump in
leasing from GCCs in FY27.
67% of its rentals also came

from GCCs.

The REIT expects 50% of
its upside growth to come
from organic route, by build-
ingitsown properties.It plans
to acquire around 12 million
sqftof propertiesin thenext4
to 5 years across Pune, Mum-
bai and Bengaluru, among
other cities.

The REIT reported a 15%
growth in net operating
income (NOI) in FY26. It
reported a 10% increase in
distribution growth in FY26.

The company's board has
approved a fundraise of
39,000 crore, of which
5,500 crore will go towards
refinancing, ¥1,400 crore-
1,500 crore will go into con-
struction,and the remaining
funds can go for replacing
some of their high-cost debt,
Shettysaid.

Aviation losses to
persist, says Icra

INDIA'S AVIATION INDUS-
TRYissettoremaininthered
in FY27, with both opera-
tionaland netlosses expected
to stay elevated despite a
modestrecoveryin passenger
traffic,an Icrareport said.
The sector is estimated to
report losses of
%¥17,000-18,000 crore in
FY26,with earlier projections
of it narrowing to
11,000-12,000 crore in
FY27 now facing downside
risks. Icra has revised its out-
look on the industryto nega-
tive, citing rising fuel costs, a
weakening rupee and persis-
tent geopolitical disruptions.
Industry stress is already
visible at the airline level.
Sources told FE that Air India
is likely to report a full-year
loss exceeding¥20,000 crore
for FY26, nearly double the
previous year, raising con-
cerns at Tata Group head-
quarters. The carrier had
already posted aloss of about
16,000 crore in the nine
months through December
2025 onrevenue of 70,000
crore, significantly over-

shootingearlierinternal esti-
mates. Rating agency Crisil
has also flagged subdued
operating performance for
Air India in FY26 amid a
series of external shocks.

Icra attributed the wors-
ening outlook to the escala-
tion of the West Asia conflict,
which hasdisruptedinterna-
tional airspace, leading to
flight cancellations and
rerouting. This has increased
fuelburnand operating costs,
with crude oil prices rising
sharply to about $115 per
barrel from $72 earlier.

Fuel remains the single
largest cost component,
accounting for 30-40% of
operating expenses.Aviation
turbine fuel prices rose 5.7%
sequentially in March, while
35-50% of airline costs are
dollar-linked, exposing carri-
ersto currencyvolatilityamid
a weakening rupee. Traffic
growth, meanwhile, remains
uneven. Higher fares could
furtherdampen demand.Air-
lines have introduced fuel
surcharges of 5-6%,while the
removal of fare caps by the
Directorate General of Civil
Aviation  (DGCA) has
increased pricing flexibility.

M The price hikes
are likely in the
range of 5-6%
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MD & CEO,AWLAgri Business,
the maker of the Fortune brand
of edible oils. “If crude oil
remains elevated and geopolit-
ical risks persist, price
increases in edible oil cannot
be ruled out,” he said.

While Aditya V Agarwal,
director, Emami Group, struck
amore cautionarynote,saying
he would “wait and watch” to
see how the scenario would
unfold in the coming days,
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industry executives say that
companies would have to fac-
torintheriseinimport costsin
their retail price.

“Higher freight, insurance
costs and depreciation of rupee
haveimpacted edible oil prices,’
BV Mehta, executive director,
Solvent Extractors' Association
of India (SEA), told FE.

The currentall-Indiaaverage
retail price of major variants of
cooking oils, according to the
Department of Consumer
Affairs, is up between 5-14%
versus lastyear.While soyabean
isup 8% y-o-y to X158 alitre,
mustard is up 11% (¥189 a
litre), sunflower is up 14%
(X184 alitre).

The expected increase is
likely tobe implemented across
major brands and product cate-
gories,industry executives said,
though companies may cali-
brate the timing and extent of
hikes depending on regional
demand conditions and com-
petitive dynamics. The move
comes at a time when con-
sumers are already grappling
with elevated food prices, rais-
ing concernsabout the potential
impact on overall inflation.
